NOVEMBER 20, 2008

MINUTES

CALL TO ORDER/ROLL CALL

Chairman Bledsoe called the November 20, 2008 Regularly Scheduled Meeting of the
Commission to order at 2:35 a.m. in the Activity Center of Shepherd Mall, Oklahoma
City, Oklahoma.

Commission members answering roll call were Commissioner Barkett, Commissioner
Bledsoe, Commissioner Bollenbach, Commissioner Bowers, Commissioner Carter,
Commissioner Grimmett, Commissioner Savage and Commissioner Smicklas. Mr.
Calvert was absent from the meeting. Mr. Leader, Commission Counsel, was present
as well as the following Commission staff members: Mr. Constantin A. Rieger, Ms.
Mary Ann Roberts, Ms. Sue Chappell, Mr. Mike Corey, Ms. Bonnie Morris and Ms. E J
Brees. Approximately eighteen other persons attended and signed the registry which is
part of the record.

Chairman Bledsoe announced that Mr. Mel Webb, Director of Law Enforcement, is

retiing January 1, 2009. Mr. Webb joined the Commission as a Law Enforcement
Agent on August 14, 1989 and was promoted to the Director position January 1, 2003.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Commissioner Barkett moved to approve the drafted Minutes from the October 16, 2008
Rescheduled Regular Commission Meeting with one correction on Page 9 regarding the
correct numbering in the title for Rule 325:10-1-6. Commissioner Bowers seconded the
motion. The vote was as follows:

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CONTINUED CONSIDERATION OF PROPOSED RULE AMENDMENT
TO RULE 325:20-1-15 AND PROPOSED OPENING OF THE
PERMANENT RULEMAKING PROCEDURE TO CONSIDER AMENDING
RULE 325:20-1-2

Background

At the October 16, 2008 meeting, the Commission considered amendments to Rule
325:20-1-15, Duties of the Paddock Judge, proposed by the Ad Hoc Committee on
Industry Safety Issues. The Ad Hoc Committee reviewed several national studies and
presentations indicating the detrimental use of toe grabs for Thoroughbreds. The
information contained in those studies necessitated the need for regulating the use of
toe grabs and other traction devices shown to cause an increased rate of injury to the
horse, with the Paddock Judge charged with such regulation.

The Commission proposed editorial changes as well as clarifying language regarding
the use of bar shoes would be made on an individual equine athlete basis. In addition,
Mr. Neal Leader, Commission Counsel, suggested that toe grabs and the other traction
devices needed to be defined and those definitions added as defined terms in Rule
325:20-1-2, Definitions.

Current Consideration

Mr. Constantin Rieger, Commission Executive Director and Member of the Ad Hoc
Committee on [ndustry Safety Issues, offered the following proposed amendments to
Rule 325:20-1-15, Duties of the Paddock Judge, and Rule 325:20-1-2, Definitions.

Commission Action

Commissioner Smicklas made a motion to accept the proposed additions io Rule
325:20-1-15 which were discussed during the Commission meeting and to approve the
beginning of the permanent rulemaking process by authorizing publication in The
Oklahoma Register and scheduling of a Public Hearing for Rule 325:20-1-2, Definitions,
and add definitions for “traction devices” such as swedges and Memphis bars to 325:20-
1-2. Commissioner Carter seconded the motion. The vote was as follows:

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PROPOSED OPENING OF THE PERMANENT RULEMAKING
PROCEDURE TO CONSIDER THE AD HOC COMMITTEE'S REQUEST
TO AMEND RULE 325:45-1-6

The Commission considered opening the permanent rulemaking process regarding
amendments proposed by the Commission Ad Hoc Committee on Medication Rules to
Rule 325:45-1-6, Authorized Medications, regarding the use of anabolic steroids.

Mr. Rieger advised the Commission that Winstrol is no longer being manufactured but is
known as Stanozolol. He recommended that Winstrol be deleted from Rule 325:45-1-
6, Authorized Medications.

Commission Action

Commissioner Barkett made a motion to approve the beginning of the permanent
rulemaking process by authorizing publication in The Oklahoma Register and
scheduling of a Public Hearing for Rule 325:45-1-8, Authorized Medications.
Commissioner Savage seconded the motion. The vote was as follows:

CONTINUED DISCUSSION OF A FINANCIAL RISK MANAGEMENT
PLAN FOR ORGANIZATION LICENSEES

Background

At the August 14, 2008 meeting, Commissioner Calvert suggested that a Condition be
added to the 2009 racing licenses, requiring a financial risk management plan, which
was drafted in the license Orders. Commissioner Calvert also asked that each of the
racetracks forward its current pian.

Discussion continued at the October 16, 2008 meeting, including a presentation about
planned changes by Remington Park. At the end of the discussion, Commissioner
Calvert asked each of the racetrack managers to research the following questions and
be prepared for further discussion at the November 20, 2008 meeting:

1. Why does the racetrack keep the interest on the current trust account?

2. How is the Horsemen's Bookkeeper Account reconciled?

3 Does the Horsemen's Bookkeeper forward the unclaimed checks to the
Tax Commission after five years?
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4. Does the Horsemen's Bookkeeper report unclaimed checks to the
horsemen's representative group for their assistance in contacting the
horsemen?
5. What happens to funds not cashed by horsemen?

In a memo dated November 18, 2008, Mr. Scoft Wells, Remington Park General
Manager, addressed the above-stated questions. During the November 20, 2008
Commission meeting, Mr. Wells said that the interest from the Horsemen’s Bookkeeper
Account had been used to help defray the cost of maintaining the account. He added
that Remington Park was eager to work with all parties involved to resolve the question
of how the interest on the horsemen’s accounts may be used in the future. It was also
stated that Remington Park would handle unclaimed checks in a manner deemed
appropriate by the Commission.

Mr. Ron Shotts, Fair Meadows at Tulsa, said that, regarding the interest on the
Horsemen's Bookkeeper Account, the money had been used to defray the cost of
promotion during the live race meseting and to pay the Racetrack Chaplain. Unclaimed
money remains in the horsemen’s account and, to date, has never been forwarded to
the State Treasurer.

Mr. Blaine Story, Blue Ribbon Downs (BRD), stated that the Horsemen's Bookkeeper
Account and the Purse Account are not in interest-bearing accounts and unclaimed
money has not been sent to the State Treasurer fo date. Mr. Story said that since BRD
has negative accounts, he would welcome suggestions from the Commission, or other
interested parties, as how the accounts should be addressed. Mr. Story recommended
that a committee be formed to discuss problems with horsemen’s accounts in general.

Mr. Mark Enterline, Will Rogers Downs (WRD), said that the interest remains in the
horsemen’s accounts and none of the money has been spent, however, he stated that
he believed the tracks should be allowed to keep the interest from the accounts to help
offset the costs of maintaining the them, which are the Horsemen’s Bookkeeper and all
things related to those types of expenses. Mr. Enterline said that, since WRD had not
been operating for five years, no money has been sent to the State Treasurer.

Mr. Story and Mr. Enterline said that they would be in agreement if the horsemen’s
organizations would assume the responsibilities of the Horsemen's Bookkeeper and
Purse Accounts.

Mr. Leader agreed that a committee should be formed to help implement uniform
guidelines {o insure that the money in the above-mentioned accounts is safe guarded
against creditors.

Ms. Debbie Schauf, Oklahoma Quarter Horse Racing Association, said that the
horsemen’s groups are currently looking at the possibility of handling the accounts in
the future.
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Commission Action

Chairman Bledsoe appointed an Ad Hoc Finance Committee to discuss ways in which
the Horsemen’s Bookkeeper Accounts and the Purse Accounts should be managed by
the horsemen’s organizations. He appointed Commissioner Calvert to chair the
committee with Commissioners Grimmett and Savage. Also appointed to the committee
will be a representative from the Quarter Horse and Thoroughbred organizations and a
representative from each of the racetracks.

18, 2008 changes proposed by Commission Staff and corrected live race days in the
racing license.

PROPOSED OPENING OF THE PERMANENT RULEMAKING
PROCEDURE TO CONSIDER THE AD HOC COMMITTEE'S REQUEST

TO AMEND RULES IN CHAPTER 75, OKLAHOMA-BRED PROGRAM

Background

At the March 27, 2008 meeting, the Commission considered the Oklahoma Quarter
Horse Racing Association's proposed rule amendments to a number of rules in Chapter
75, Oklahoma-Bred Program, of the OHRC Rules of Racing. After consideration, the
Commission took action for the proposal to be redrafted and the following terms to be
defined: register, registration, accredit, accreditation, enroll and eligible.

At the May 15, 2008 meeting, Chairman Bledsoe appointed an Ad Hoc Committee on
Oklahoma-Bred Program Rule Revisions to be chaired by Commissioner Smicklas with
Mr. Bollenbach and Mr. Grimmett as the other two Commissioners. Chairman Bledsoe
also appointed Tara Teel, Oklahoma-Bred Registrar, and a representative from each of
the two horsemen's organizations. Subsequent to that meeting, Ms. Debbie Schauf
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was designated as the representative for the Quarter Horses, Paints and Appaloosas
whereas Mr. R.D. Logan was designated as the Thoroughbred representative.

Current Consideration

The Ad Hoc Committee subsequently met and offered proposed rule amendments and
proposed new rule for Commission consideration of opening the permanent rulemaking
process.

Commission Action

The Commission heard proposed rule amendments and proposed new rule from the Ad
Hoc Committee on Oklahoma-Bred Program Rule Revisions. It was noted that there
were several issues that needed further discussion at the Ad Hoc Committee level.

Commissioner Smicklas made a motion to defer consideration to the January 22, 2009
meeting on opening the permanent rulemaking process for proposed rule amendments
and a proposed new rule to Chapter 75, Oklahoma-Bred Program. Commissioner
Carter seconded the motion. The vote was as follows:

PROPOSED ADDITIONAL AMENDMENTS TO TWO RULES_IN
CHAPTER 75, OKLAHOMA-BRED PROGRAM, BY THE OKLAHOMA.-
BRED REGISTRAR

Ms. Tara Teel, Oklahoma-Bred Registrar, was a member of the Ad Hoc Committee on
Oklahoma-Bred Rule Revisions. Following that Committee's November 4, 2008
meeting regarding proposed revisions cited in Agenda Topic F, Ms. Teel requested
additional amendments fo address the issue of dual breed accreditation.  Currently,
Chapter 75 does not address this issue.

Background

The national breed registries for Quarter Horses, Paints and Appaloosas allow breed
registration when the horse cross-breeds. [The Thoroughbred breed registry does not
allow this.] This means a horse may have two Certificates of Registration: for
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example, one with the American Quarter Horse Association and one with the Appaloosa
Horse Club.

When placing the horse in the Oklahoma-Bred Program, the application form specifies
breed. If the Owner does not complete two application forms, one for each breed, the
horse is only accredited in the Program for the one breed. The advantage of dual-
breed accreditation is that the horse may win more Oklahoma-Bred money through
participation in more races open to one of the breeds.

Typically, the Registry Staff is not advised that the Owner assumed the horse was

automatically accredited in both breeds until that horse wins Oklahoma-Bred money and
is not paid for the unaccredited breed winnings.

Current Consideration

Ms. Teel suggested that language be added to the proposed new rule, 325:75-1-3.1,
Definition of Accredited Oklahoma-Bred Quarter Horse, Paint and Appaloosa, that dual
applications must be submitted for the horse to be accredited Oklahoma-Bred in both
breeds. Ms. Teel further suggested that the accompanying requirement of dual
accreditation fee payments be added to Rule 325:75-1-12, Registration Requirements,
Categories and Fees.

Commission Action

It was noted that the issue of dual breed registration needed further discussion at the Ad
Hoc Commitiee level.

Commissioner Carter made a motion to defer consideration to the January 22, 2009
meeting on opening the permanent rulemaking process for proposed rule amendments
regarding dual breed registration in the Oklahoma-Bred Program. Commissioner
Smicklas seconded the motion. The vote was as follows:

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Continued Consideration of Proposed Rule Amendment to Rule
325:75-1-15

Background

At the May 15, 2008 meeting, the Commission authorized publication in The Oklahoma
Register and scheduling of a Public Hearing on proposed amendments to Rule 325:75-
1-15, Distribution of Funds for Oklahoma-Bred Pari-Mutuel Races. The amendments,
proposed by the Oklahoma Thoroughbred Association [OTA] and the Oklahoma Quarter
Horse Racing Association [OQHRA], would change the distribution percentages fo allow
the Oklahoma-Bred payouts to be uniform among the breeds and racetracks, resulting
in less confusion for Oklahoma-Bred participants.

A Public Hearing was held on Monday, September 8, 2008, resulting in comments
received only from the OTA and OQHRA, both remaining in favor of the amendments.

Mr. Neal Leader, Senior Assistant Attorney General and Commission Counsel,
submitted an October 3, 2008 Letter of Counsel regarding distribution of breakage and
unclaimed ticket proceeds. Mr. Leader suggested that further amendment be made fo
Rule 325:75-1-15 to both fill in gaps and clarify how distribution of breakage and
unclaimed ticket proceeds is to be made.

At the October 16, 2008 meeting, the Commission considered adoption of the original
proposed changes and Mr. Leader's Letter of Counsel. Following discussion, the
Commission voted to take no final action on the proposed amendment to Rule 325:75-
1-5 pending further amendments to be proposed by Mr. Leader at the November, 2008
Commission meeting.

Current Consideration

Mr. Leader submitted a cover memo and proposed rule amendments, which at
Subsection (g) provided for the distribution of the proceeds of breakage and unclaimed
tickets. Mr. Mark Ramsey, Counsel for the Thoroughbred Racing Association of
Oklahoma (TRAO), submitted TRAO's position on the proposed rule amendments,
which proposed an alternate draft.

Ms. Debbie Schauf, Executive Director of the Oklahoma Quarter Horse Racing
Association (OQHRA), told the Commissioners that the breakage and unclaimed ticket
proceed distribution was not an issue [for FMT] up to CY 2006 because the split prior to
gaming in CY 2004 was based on the number of races run at each racetrack except
Remington Park. She said that the split of breakage and unclaimed ticket proceeds did
not become an issue until the 2007/2008 controversy over the simulcast splits. Ms.
Schauf added that in 2007 at FMT [as was the result of the Commission ordering a split
in 2006 of 80-16-4 on the simulcast money] the OQHRA attempted to raise the issue

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over the breakage and unclaimed ticket proceed distribution that the Oklahoma-Bred
money was being handled differently. Ms. Schauf said that the issue was noted in the
OQHRA Directive, that it would create an inequity because it wasn’t being split
proportionate to the participation criteria any longer.

Mr. Mark Ramsey, Counsel for the Thoroughbred Racing Association of Oklahoma
(TRAO), said that the TRAO supports the Commission Staff's method of distributing the
breakage and unclaimed tickets used for the past eight years.

A break in the proceedings occurred immediately after Mr. Ramsey spoke at which time
Mrs. Barkett left the meeting at 11:48 a.m.

Mr. R.D. Logan, Executive Director of the Oklahoma Thoroughbred Association (OTA),
said that the OTA has issues with Rule language written by Mr. Leader, in part, because
no considerations were requested from the breed associations or others in the industry.
He also stated that people have made a significant investment in Stallions and
Broodmares to improve the quality of Thoroughbred horses in Oklahoma and that they
have come to rely on the Oklahoma-Bred money for supplemental income.

Commission Actions

Commissioner Bollenbach made a motion to approve the proposed rule amendments to
Rule 325:75-1-15, Distribution of Funds for Oklahoma-Bred Pari-Mutuel Races,
regarding distribution of breakage and unclaimed ticket proceeds. Commissioner
Bowers seconded the motion. The vote was as follows:

Mr. Calvert was absent from the meeting.

The motion failed by a 3-4 vote.

Commissioner Grimmett then made a motion to continue discussion to the January 22,
2009 meeting on proposed rule amendments to Rule 325:75-1-15, Distribution of Funds
for Oklahoma-Bred Pari-Mutuel Races, regarding distribution of breakage and unclaimed
ticket proceeds with actual dollar amounts broken down by three formulas; and discuss
how to proceed with the distribution without a rule amendment. Commissioner Savage
seconded the motion. The vote was as follows:

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PROPOSED OPENING OF THE PERMANENT RULEMAKING
PROCEDURE TQO CONSIDER THE OKLAHOMA THOROUGHBRED
ASSOCIATION'S REQUEST TO AMEND RULE 325:25-1-5

The Commission considered opening the permanent rulemaking process regarding
amendments to Rule 325:25-1-5, Entries, proposed by the Oklahoma Thoroughbred
Association. The rule amendment would provide a horseman the opportunity for his
horse to be entered in more than one race, leaving the horseman time to decide before
scratch time which race is more suited for the horse on that day.

Mr. Scott Wells, General Manager of Remington Park (RP), stated that the original rule
as written prevents what the revision would allow.

Mr. R.D. Logan, Executive Director of the Oklahoma Thoroughbred Association, said
that several owners and trainers had asked that this rule be changed after a situation
arose.

Mr. Ron Shotts, Director of Racing at Fair Meadows at Tulsa (FMT), said that the new
rule would allow for someone to enter back into the finals of a stakes race, scratch out
of the stakes race with the guarantee of tenth place money and still be allowed to run in
another race. Mr. Shofts was not in favor of the rule revision.

Ms. Debbie Schauf, Executive Director of the Oklahoma Quarter Horse Racing
Association (OQHRA), stated that the OQHRA Board had discussed this rule change
and were in agreement that the rule should stay as it is as it would not be good for the
Quarter Horses.
